December Course & Grounds Report

Winter Operations. During the winter the grounds department
will be working on the following:

Snow Removal-Depending on the weather, snow removal
may need to be completed on a daily basis. Areas that are plowed,
shoveled, and salted include: the Clubhouse, Dano Drive, Congres-
sional Drive and the GCU.

Equipment Maintenance-Seven Oaks owns 131 pieces of equip-
ment, which need prepared for the following season. Maintenance
is completed in house and includes replacing brakes and tires,
pressure washing, preventative maintenance, and sharpening
blades and grinding reels.

Educational Seminars-We attend educational seminars that
are provided through our local golf course superintendents as-
sociation. These seminars are necessary to gain credits which
are required by law to use chemicals on turf and ornamentals.
Instructors include a wide array of people from college professors
with new research to DEP representatives with new regulations.
Pennsylvania State University has many turfgrass research studies
in which results are revealed at these conferences.
